awards of up to $20,000, payable over four years.

ELIGIBILITY CRITERIA

= Entrance Scholarships: Students must have a minimum admission GPA of 3.5 and significant contributions to their
school or community.

=  Entrance Awards: Students must have a minimum admission GPA of 3.0 and significant contributions to their
school or community.

= GPA for high school applicants is calculated using the 3 highest grades of one English 12 language course, one Math
11/12 and one Science11/12, Social Studies 11/12, or other language 11/12 course.
