REQUIREMENTS

Undergraduate (diploma, certificate, 
associate and bachelor’s degree) 
programs:

•	 High school graduation and minimum 
17 years of age by the end of the first 
month of studies;

•	 Minimum overall grade average of “C” 
or 60% or equivalent in the final year 
of high school; and

•	 Minimum final grade of “C” or 60% 
in Grade 11 Mathematics or equivalent 
for most programs; OR

•	 Cambridge curriculum: 4 O-level 
subjects at “C” grade + 2 A-level 
subjects (or 4 “A”s) at “D” grade

•	 International Baccalaureate (IB): 
A minimum of 18 points across 6 
subjects.

Post-degree and post-baccalaureate 
programs:

•	 Graduation from a recognized 
degree-granting post-secondary 
institution with a minimum 3-year 
bachelor’s degree; and

•	 Minimum cumulative grade average 
of “C” or 60% or equivalent during 
bachelor’s degree program.

•	 TOEFL Essentials: minimum score of 
9 (no score below 8 on any individual 
section)

•	 IELTS (Academic Module): minimum 
overall score 6.5. For post-degree and 
post-baccalaureate diploma programs, 
minimum score of 6.0 for each band

•	 Duolingo 110

•	 PTE 56

•	 Successful completion of four courses 
at ACE Level 2 and three courses at 
ACE Level 3 at Douglas College
