Understanding academic integrity 

Douglas College expects students to adhere to the highest standards of academic 

integrity. To help you understand what academic integrity means at Douglas, all new 

students will be automatically enrolled into DCUE 0100 - Academic Integrity, an online 

course that lives on Blackboard. This course is mandatory. Students are expected to 

complete the course before your first semester begins. Students who do not complete 

the course with a passing grade will not be allowed to register for future semesters until 

it is completed. To access the course, please find “Academic Integrity” under

If you have not registered for all your classes, have a look through the Register for 

classes webpage. If you are on a waitlist for some of your classes, don’t worry, there is 

still a chance you’ll make it into the classes. When you are on the waitlist, be sure to 

check your myAccount every day because if you are given an offer, you only have 23 

hours to accept it. If you miss your offer, you will be removed from the waitlist. If you 

still find yourself on a waitlist on the first day of class, attend the first class to talk to the 

instructor and indicate your interest.
